2026 Scholarship Application 

 

The Peterson, Schriever, Cheyenne Mountain Spouses' Club (PSCSC) is a private organization 
developed as a charitable social forum for spouses and dependents of our military members and 
the surrounding military community.  

Eligibility Criteria 

This year, several merit-based scholarships will be offered to dependents and spouses continuing 
their education at a college or university in Fall 2026. Eligible applicants must be pursuing an 
associates, bachelors, masters or similar degree/diploma from an accredited 2-year or 4-year 
university, technical college, or vocational school. Additionally, eligible candidates must meet 
the following criteria by the application deadline: 

Possess a valid DoD dependent identification card AND fall into one of the following  
categories of preference:  

Category 1 (highest preference):  Be a dependent whose parent or spouse is on  
active duty orders and stationed at Peterson SFB, Schriever SFB, or Cheyenne  
Mountain Space Force Station, or a geographically separated unit (GSU) of Peterson, 
Schriever or Cheyenne Mountain where no other Spouses' Club Scholarships available, 
OR 
 
Category 2 (medium preference):  Be a dependent whose parent or spouse is on full  
time, active duty orders in the Guard or Reserve at Peterson, Schriever or Cheyenne  
Mountain Space Force Station, OR 
 
Category 3 (lowest preference):  Be a dependent or spouse of a retired or deceased 
military member who served on active duty or military Missing in Action (MIA) member 
and residing in the Colorado Springs area. Dependents and spouses who reside in the 
Colorado Springs area of active duty members assigned to another base where no other 
Spouses' Club Scholarships are available are also eligible under this category. 
 

Selection will be based upon scholastic achievement, demonstrated leadership, community 
service, extracurricular activities, and essay response. Applications will be weighted according to 
the categories above . The application deadline is March 15, 2026. 
 
Applicants will be notified by mid-April 2026 of their selection status. If selected, the applicant 
must provide proof of enrollment (commonly called an enrollment verification) for the Fall 2026 
semester from their chosen college or university to the Scholarship Chair at 
scholarships@pscspousesclub.org by May 15, 2026. Once enrollment has been verified at the 
school listed, the Charitable Treasurer will send a check directly to the institution’s financial aid 
office.

Applicants are only eligible to receive two scholarships from the PSCSC over the course of their 
educational pursuits. The scholarship must be accepted or refused by May 15, 2026. Failure to 
respond by May 15, 2026 will result in forfeiture of the scholarship and the scholarship will be 
awarded to the next eligible candidate based on merit. If no other candidate is eligible the funds 
will return to the PSCSC Scholarship Fund.  
 
Recipients who receive a full scholarship or appointment to a military academy are ineligible to 
receive a PSCSC Scholarship.  If a selectee cannot accept the scholarship, the award will be 
given to an alternate selectee in order of merit. 

Scholarship awards may be used for tuition, books, and fees. Scholarship certificates will be 
presented to the selectee at the PSCSC Scholarship Award Reception to be held in May 2026.  

The PSC Spouses’ Club reserves the right to increase, decrease or withdraw any or all funds 
due to unforeseen circumstances. 

*The PSC Spouses’ Club is a private organization. It is not part of the Department of Defense, or 
any of its components, and holds no government status.

The PSCSC 
Scholarship Committee, upon receipt of written proof of enrollment, will send all scholarship 
money directly to the financial office of the institution of higher learning, where it will be 
deposited into the scholarship recipient's bursar account. 

2. Scholarship money will be available for use Fall 2026. Any funds not claimed by 31 May 
2026 will be forfeited by the awardee and given to the next selectee in order of merit, if no other 
selectee is available funds will be returned to the PSCSC Scholarship Fund. 

3. Forfeited awards will be given to the next selectee in order of merit, if no other selectee is 
available funds will be returned to the PSCSC Scholarship Fund. 

4. If the eligibility criteria, including scholarship application guidance are not met, the 
application will not be forwarded to the Scholarship Committee. 

5. No late applications or revisions will be accepted after 11:59pm Mountain Time on March, 15 
2026. Submission of an application does not guarantee a scholarship offer.

TWO Letters of Recommendation/references with contact information must be sent directly to 

scholarships@pscspousesclub.org be sure your references include your name in their letter. They 

cannot be from family members, even if that person is in a leadership role that you 

served/worked/or volunteered under. They should also be sent from that person’s organizational, 

school, or similar email account whenever possible.
